Report from the Long Range/Strategic Planning Team  
 
The team met on January 10, 2011 to begin a review of the US Congregational Life 
Survey results and analysis reports we received.  As you may recall the survey was 
administered at the end of worship on November 14th.  Reviewing all the results will 
take a few meetings and we will be sharing the results with the congregation over the 
next few months. 
The first area of the survey we reviewed related to how we as a congregation Build 
Spiritual Connections through various methods, as compared to the National Aver-
age of other congregations throughout the US.   

1.   Private Devotions - We were pleased to see 68% of our members reported 
spending time in private devotional activities, i.e.: prayer, meditation, reading the Bible ‘ most 
days’, with 45% doing them ‘everyday’!  The 2008 National Average was 67% for ‘most days’ and 
48% for ‘every day’.  

2.   Growing in Faith - Our congregation beat the 2008 National Average for Growing in Faith by 10%!  
While 49% of America’s congregations reported experiencing growth in faith over the last year, 
59% of our congregation reported spiritual growth through various sources.  Of special note how-
ever is the fact that 41% of our worshipers were more likely to say their growth came specifically 
from involvement in our congregation. 

3.   Help with Everyday Living – To the question “To what extent do the worship services or activities 
of this congregation help you with everyday living”? 48% of our congregation said “to a great ex-
tent”, while 47% said “to some extent”.  While we fell short of the National Average of 56% for “to 
a great extent”, we exceeded the National Average for “to some extent” by 15%! 

The team will continue to analyze and discuss the interesting survey results at their next meeting on January 
31 at 7pm.  There are also plans to meet with other groups from the church as well as everyone in the con-
gregation over the next months to continue data gathering, and to share more of the survey results.   
Watch for more survey results in subsequent newsletters, and we look forward to seeing you at one of the 
group meetings!

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Per Capita: What is it?

In a nutshell, Per Capita is the means used to sup-
port the operations of the governing bodies of our 
denomination.   Those governing bodies include 
the General Assembly, the Synod, and the Presby-
tery.  Each year the governing bodies estimate their 
operating costs, then those costs are divided by the 
total number of active individual church members 
to determine the Per Capita (or per member) 
amount.  The Presbyterian Church has been using 
this method of funding for over 150 years, since it 
enables each active member the ability to share 
equally in the cost, as well as the benefits, of mem-
bership in the entire faith community. 
For 2011, the Per Capita for each member in our 
congregation is $28.25.  Since Session calculated 
we have 180 active members as of last year, the to-
tal cost for our church is $5085.  This total amount 
is due and will be paid by our Treasurer to the 
Presbytery in January.  It is the hope of the Ses-
sion, and the Administration & Finance Team that 
as many of our members as possible will contribute 
their share towards this denominational commit-
ment, so that our regular giving may be used for 
other purposes.
