As I write this Easter is only four days away. 

Every year around Holy Week, television networks 
often have “specials” relating to faith and religion. 
Just last night, the History Channel had a show 
called “The Real Face of Jesus?” During the two 
hour show a group of computer experts and others 
did an analysis of the famous Shroud of Turin – the 
controversial burial cloth that some say was the 
cloth that Jesus was buried in.

Jesus is the Son of God who shows 
us how we are to live as forgiven and redeemed 
people. How is a skeptical world going to know if 
Jesus really rose from the dead 2,000 years ago? 
The only real proof is how our lives are changed. 
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There is a line in the old gospel hymn that goes: 
“You ask me how I know He lives, 

He lives within my heart.” 
 If Easter means anything at all to you and 
me, it will only be proven in how we live our lives; 
how we treat other people; how we care for the 
less fortunate among us; how we love and serve 
our Lord. 
 Easter is not just one day on the calendar, it 
is God’s great “YES!” to life. Everyday should be 
a celebration of the Easter message. May the 
resurrected Jesus live in all our hearts and our 
lives.
