As we enter the second month of 2012, I hope you’re still keeping 
most, if not all, your resolutions. There is one resolution, if you made it, 
that I especially hope you’re sticking with – the challenge of reading the 
entire Bible this year. Over sixty of you signed up to participate in The 
Year of the Bible program. I hope you are keeping notes, underlining pas-
sages that may be challenging, and jotting down any questions and observa-
tions. On Sunday, February 5th, following coffee hour, I invite you to join 
me and your fellow readers for a time of conversation on what we have 
read so far and look forward to the readings for February. I encourage you 
to attend and continue your pledge to read the entire Bible in 2012. If you 
get behind, that’s okay – just keep on plugging away. 
            As Christians, we know that the central 
story of the Bible is that of Jesus Christ: his birth, 
his life, his teachings, his death, and his resurrec-

tion. Last December we looked at the book The Journey by Adam Hamilton. So 
many of you enjoyed and were challenged by his book. So we are going be reading 
and then discussing another book by Adam: 24 Hours That Changed the World. No 
single event in human history has received more attention than the suffering and cru-
cifixion of Jesus of Nazareth. In his book, Adam Hamilton guides us  through the last 
twenty-four hours of Jesus’ life. Each chapter is designed to help us experience and 
understand the significance of Jesus’ suffering and death in a way we may have never 
done before.  

Like our Advent study, we will gather after coffee hour starting February  19th 
for discussion of the book and viewing of a companion video presentation by Adam 
as he takes to the actual sites in the Holy Land. This seven week study will help us 
prepare for Holy Week and the joyous news of Easter Sunday. I hope you will plan to 
attend. The Books we be available for you to pick-up on Sunday, February 5th.

Per Capita: What is it? 
  

Per Capita is the means used to support the opera-
tions of the governing bodies of our denomination.   
Those governing bodies include the General Assem-
bly, the Synod, and the Presbytery.  Each year the 
governing bodies estimate their operating costs, then 
those costs are divided by the total number of active 
individual church members to determine the Per 
Capita (or per member) amount.  The Presbyterian 
Church has been using this method of funding for 
over 150 years, since it enables each active member 
the ability to share equally in the cost, as well as the 
benefits, of membership in the entire faith commu-
nity. 
 
For 2012, the Per Capita for each member in our 
congregation is $28.50.  Since Session calculated we 
have 197 active members as of last year, the total 
cost for our church is $5615.  This total amount is 
due and will be paid by our Treasurer to the Presby-
tery in January.  It is the hope of the Session, and the 
Administration & Finance 
Team that as many of our 
members as possible will 
contribute their share to-
wards this denominational 
commitment, so that our 
regular giving may be 
used for other purposes.
