1. Involving Worshipers — Overall, 54% of our wapsdrs join in small group activities such as
Sunday School, Bible study, and fellowship actesti The 2008 National Average was only
47%!

2. Belonging Here — Again our congregation beat26@8 National Average of worshipers who
feel like they belong, with 82% of our congregatieeling a strong sense of belonging while
the National Average was 80%. In addition, 47%wf congregation said this sense of belong-
ing is growing, while the National Average was o4ARPb.

3. Being a Team — To the question “Is there a gonatth between our congregation and pastor?”,
a whopping 96% of our congregation said they agregtrongly agree, while only 85% of all
worshipers in the US agreed to the statement.
