Report from the Long Range/Strategic Planning Team  
 

The team continues to meet and review the US Congregational Life Survey results and analysis reports 
from the survey administered at the end of worship on November 14th.  The results we are reviewing relate 
to: 

1.   How we as a congregation “connect” with each other and our neighboring community as compared 
to congregations across the US. 

2.   The “strengths” of our congregation as compared to congregations across the US. 

We’ve already spent some time discussing how we “Build Connections” within our congregation and 
community, as compared to the National Average of congregations.  Here are some of the survey results: 

1.   Giving – “Financial support connects people of the congregation and its mission.” In our congre-
gation 98% of worshipers make financial contributions with 8% regularly giving 10% or more of 
their net income.  Nationally, 93% of worshipers make financial contributions while 18% give 
10% or more of their net income. 

2.   Inviting Others – “Do our worshipers invite others to attend worship services?” In the past 12 
months, 48% of our congregation said they invited a friend or relative who does not attend a con-
gregation.  We are close to the average congregation where 43% asked someone to attend worship. 

3.   Reaching Out- “How many of our worshipers contribute to our congregation’s outreach or evan-
gelism efforts?” In our congregation 22% join in these activities which is only slightly higher than 
the national average of 17%. 

At our next meeting on Monday April 11 at 7:15 pm we will be spending more time discussing the results 
related to our strengths and how we can make the best use of them in planning for the future.  In addition, 
we will be reviewing demographic data resources.

Our Mission Statement read: “We believe that God is alive and active. As faithful disci-
ples we spread the good news of Christ’s love, forgiveness, and grace. Our mission is to 
be God’s presence within our community.

To give some history to newer members of our church, we used to be involved in the Honesdale Luncheon’s 
held at the Episcopal Church several years. At one of our Mission Committee meetings, it was discussed 
what we could do for our own community. It took several meetings, and some brainstorming to make some 
decisions. We knew that we didn’t have enough space to start a food pantry, but we could possibly do a 
luncheon of some sort. It started out as soup and sandwich, and branched out from there. It was taken to 
Session, and they approved the program. 
 
It’s hard to believe that we’ve been at this for three years. The first luncheon wasn’t attended all that well. 
But the leadership kept a positive attitude. Other cooks and volunteers got involved, and each one that we 
had, the attendance had picked up. We’re now in the neighborhood of having between forty and fifty people 
in attendance. It’s open to the community, no matter what their needs are, whether it be the home cooked 
meals, the entertainment, or the fellowship. One is just as important as the other. The volunteers serve the 
meals, eat with the guests, and develop relationships with the people. We have had several people from the 
luncheon, join our church. Last year at Thanksgiving, we served a full holiday meal, and the guests were so 
grateful that we would take the time out of our schedule and be with them. We’re also planning to do the 
same this year. 
 
We all have different gifts, and our volunteers have stepped up to the plate. We offer a pick up service to the 
Barker St. residence, and arts & crafts for the children. We open every meal with a prayer, and at times have 
been asked to pray with individuals. We have a volunteer that has been making desserts for each of our 
luncheons. It has been a great blessing to those who have been involved, one way or the other; it has 
touched many of our hearts. This church is alive and well, because the Holy Spirit works through us. We’d 
like to see this program continue, and for that to happen, we need more volunteers, such as you. Especially 
in the cooking area. Many of those who handle the cooking were very green at cooking on a large scale, but 
with the help of others, it is much easier for those that would like to cook. It doesn’t have to be a financial 
burden on you. We do have a fund to support this, and the program has been supporting itself from the be-
ginning. We leave a container on a table for those who would like to leave a free will offering. You just 
have to save your receipts, and turn them in with a form for reimbursements. You can see either Barbara 
Gindhart or myself, or even sign up on the bulletin board in the hallway. We could really use some help in 
the cooking department. Thanks for making this program so successful.
